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Mission: 

Enhance theoretical and practical knowledge in occupational and environmental health among postgraduate community medicine students and staff working in the field of occupational and environmental health as well as work safety.

Objectives: 

· Enhance the efficiency and the quality of the occupational and environmental health skills among people work in the field. 

· Improve knowledge in all competency areas as defined by WHO/ILO among people work in the field. 

· Enhance collaboration between the academic and non academic staff to promote the health and productivity of the workforce through clinical care, research and effective communication. 

· Participants will give the chance to learn more about research: e.g. the design and conduct of a scientific investigation including hypothesis generation, literature review, research design, securing human subjects review panel approval when indicated, collecting data, data analysis, drawing conclusions, discussing the implications of the findings, and preparing a manuscript for publication or a summary report.

Outcome: 

Upon completion of the course, and through worksite walk-though visits and problem-based learning sessions, participants will have an enhanced knowledge and skills:  

· To promote healthy living and improve quality of life.

· To learn the important interactions between patients' health and their workplaces or their living environments.

· To enhance the ability of physicians in general and those who are interested in work-related illnesses to recognize, diagnose, manage and prevent those disorders commonly encountered in the primary care setting which arise from or are aggravated by the workplace or environment exposure.
